It was an honour to be asked to judge dogs for this club and I would like to thank all the committee members who looked after both myself and my co-judge so well. Thank you also for the well chosen judges gift which was much appreciated.
It was good to see so many promising youngsters coming though and apart from one small incident, temperaments were excellent.

VETERAN [2] 1. Dean and Trows Abuklea Play with Fire. 7 ½ yrs with lovely bone and substance, masculine head with dark almond eye, small, well used ears, liked his neck length and overall body shape. Good angles front and rear. Moved with drive BVIS 2. Tophams CH. Fernwood Yjjson 9yrs old and in good shape, broad masculine head, shorter in neck than the winner, well developed chest and forechest, firm topline, well angulated rear. Moved ok.

MP [2] 1. Jimpson and Thomas  Jimeva Kausin Khaos. 2 very different youngsters and I preferred the head and darker markings of the winner, touch long in body at the moment, forechest developing well, straight in topline to good tailset, moderate rear angles, moved well once settled. 2. Evans Salonga Yeahbut Nobut at Maddiecass. Lighter marked chunky puppy with very good bone, liked his compact body shape although a little short on the leg at present but still only a baby, good depth of chest and lovely rear angles. Moved as expected for his age.
P[5,1abs] 1. Rowarths Darkamar Curved Air BPD and BPIS. Lovely youngster of good size who presented a pleasing outline, well marked with a head to die for, almond eye of good colour, ears set on high and used to advantage, straight front to good feet and slightly sloping pasterns, well placed shoulders, firm topline, broad rear, good croup and tailset. Still a little loose in front movement but has power from the rear. 2. Jimpson and Thomas Jimeva Rave. Another well made pup, feet a little east/west, good body shape and substance, dipped a little in topline but moved well enough. 3. Greens Ronmal The Celtic Warrior. 
J [6,1abs] 1. Darkamar Curved Air 2. Perks Dromnagus The full Monty. Promising young dog who was handled to perfection. Liked his head and front assembly, lovely expression helped by constant use of his ears, straight front to very good feet, chest and forechest developing well and ribs beginning to spring, sound from all angles with strong hocks enabling good drive, in good coat, he just needs time to fill his frame as he looks a touch long at present but definately one for the future. 3. Jimeva Rave.

Y [5,2abs] Wiedenhofs Juffther Soul Provider at Veedenlain. Lovely type who appealed for his allover shape and size, good head with correct bite, clean arched neck to well placed shoulders, tidy elbows, good spring of rib, firm topline to good croup, well muscled quarters and good bend of stifle coupled with strong hocks allowed for very good drive. Just needs to tighten a little in front. 2. Dromnagus The Full Monty. 3. Essl’s Bemaja Desperate Dan.

G [2] 1. Dromnagus The Full Monty. 2. Fallons Angelfire King for A Day. 2 yrs old and more mature than 1, masculine head, good substance all through, very good depth of chest and strong topline, rather weak in pasterns which resulted in him flicking his front legs out, rear angles and musculature were good.
PG[5,3abs] 1. Dean and Trows Abuklea Man on the Moon. Well made 2 ½ yr old who presented a picture of masculinity and strength but not without elegance. Liked his head which was strong yet not overdone, good eye shape, clean arched neck to good shoulders, well developed forechest with brisket well down, muscled quarters, moved well. 2. Gouldings Erlo Von Der Blouckhutte Mitt [IMP] 4 yrs old with handsome head and of great substance although would benefit from losing a few pounds as he appeared loaded over the shoulders and his topline rolled when he moved. That said he has a very strong rear with good muscles. Thick coat of good texture.

L [4] This was an excellent class with all 4 dogs giving pleasing balanced outlines. The places could have been very different if judging had been outside. 1. Jimpsons and Thomas’s Jimeva Invincible JW SH.CM. BD and RBIS Super dog of 3 yrs old. Loved his outline and compact body shape, not the biggest but so well made. Excellent clean head, good cheek bones, deep muzzle, small ears set high and used well, strong arched neck to good shoulders, well developed in chest and forechest, tidy elbows, good spring of rib, solid topline, firm loin and well muscled quarters with visible second thigh and strong hocks allowing for very good driving movement and he looks like he could go all day. 2. Monks Olearia Blaze of Glory. RBD Close up to the winner although of different type being bigger and slightly longer, masculine head, well set small ears, clean neck, well laid shoulders, straight front to well arched feet, brisket well down, strong topline held on the move, firm loin, well muscled quarters but would like a little more body on him, gained his placing and eventually RBD on his superb front reach which was both positive and precise. 3. Kennys Darkamar Duran Duran.
O [3] 1. Lamberts Seittor Twist the Facts JW SH.CM. If there was a prize for the best outline this dog would have won it! Loved him in profile and no mistaking his sex, really good head with width to skull and depth to muzzle but how I wish he would use his ears more as it spoilt his expression. Scored in front assembly with powerful chest, straight well boned forelegs, strong body with good ribbing and short loin.  Moved with excellent rear drive and in very good condition.  2. Gouldings Christo Vom Hause Neubrand. Larger dog, very masculine, well off for bone and substance, strong head and neck, very good front legs and feet but would have liked stronger pasterns. Deep chest, well sprung ribs, broad rear. Moved ok.3. Jimpsons and Thomas Jimeva Let it Rock.
